Studies program (JL.CS program) 2020-2021.

Please find enclosed 5 sets of application guidelines and forms for JLCS program.
Application for JLCS program (One-Year program and Fall semester program) must arrive at
Hokkaido University by February 14, 2020 and application (Spring semester) must arrive by
October 31, 2020. Application received after the deadline will not be accepted.

We typically accept only one undergraduate student from each university for each course.
However, in case the total number of applicants for each course is lower than its capacity, two
or more students could be accepted from the same university.

Please note that the MEXT scholarship, mentioned in the guidelines, is highly
competitive. We can accept only one candidate for the MEXT scholarship from your university
in general according to the guidelines. We would appreciate it if you could let us know who
you recommend as the candidate for the scholarship in case you have several applicants to our
program. The certificate for N2 or above of Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) is
required to apply for the scholarship as a condition.

We advise all candidates prepare necessary funds to participate in our program in
advance at any rates.

Proficiency Test or the equivalent or higher proficiency in Japanese at the
time of application. In particular, applicants should know 500 or more kanji
and have the skill o understand conversation spoken at natural speed
and read/write simple sentences.

* Applications from students whose proficiency in Japanese does not
meet the requirements will not be accepted. Any students who are found
to e at the introductory level by the placement test which is conducted
by Hokkaido University after arrival will not be able to complete the

¥ Conditions for completion of the course:

A cerfificate of completion of the program will be given to students who
satisfactorily eam 20 credits (10 credits for the half year program) or maore

of courses throughout the period of the program.

Fiease submit the application form and any additiocnal documents to the
office responsible for student exchange at your university. Application
documents must not be sent directly to Hokkaido University. The deadline
of submission at Hokkaido University is as follows:
