MEALS

Understanding British meals is one of the great mysteries to a foreign visitor. Over the centuries, the Brit-
ish have shown a tendency to name and rename their meals, and to move them about the day in a random fash-



ion. Further to confuse outsiders, they give different names to each meal depending on their social class and
part of the country they live in.

Breakfast, which was once taken at 5 o’clock in the morning, can now be at any time before 11.30. It has
thus overtaken dinner. In the 12" century, dinner was at 9 a.m.; by the 15" century, it had moved to 11 a.m.;
and today it can be eaten at any time between noon and 2.30 in the afternoon and is called lunch by a large
proportion of the population especially the middle and upper classes and people from southern Britain. Many
farm labourers, however, who start work at sunrise and have their breakfast before they go to work, still stop
for a lunch break at about 9 o’clock.

In the 14™ century, supper was at 4 o’clock — which is now called teatime. But outside the south-east of
England, working families have tea or high tea at about 6 in the evening while the rest of their fellow country-
men have dinner, which is often also called supper, at about 7.30 p.m.

AN OLD MAN AND THE FISH
Ernest Hemingway

An old man with steel-rimmed spectacles and very dusty clothes sat by the side of the road. There was a
pontoon bridge across the river and cars, trucks and men, women and children were crossing it. But the old
man sat there without moving. He was too tired to go any farther. It was my business to cross the bridge, ex-
plore the bridgehead beyond and find out to what point the enemy had advanced. I did this and returned over
the bridge. There were not so many carts now and very few people on foot, but the old man was still there.

“Where do you come from?” I asked him. — “From San Carlos,” he said, and smiled.
